This revised Guidebook focuses on the various stages of crew change administration, and the
recommended step®llowing the ICS issued Framework of Crew Change Protocol and based on the
Maritime and Port Authority of Singapore (MPA) issued Port Marine CisgtARIC)26, 27 & 8 of 2020.
This Guidebook supersedes the version da#&eptember2020.

iii. If the date of the positive PCR test resulb&tween 91 to 180days before the
date of arrval in Singapore, he/she must serve adbd SHN at his/her originating
country/region.The recovered creweed not take a COVAI® PCR test within 72
hours before departure for Singapore, but if he/she develops symptoms during
the SHN period, he/she mubet tested for COVHDI.
